1. Parents must be members of the Polk County Farm Bureau for at least two years.
(Complementary FFA memberships are not eligible).

2. Students will attend an accredited College or University.

3. Students will maintain a 2.5 grand point average in college and have had a 2.5-point average in
high school.

4. Students must be a high school senior or fuil-time college student in good standing.

5. Students that want to major in agriculture will be given priority, but the scholarships may be
awarded to a non-agri field.

6. This is a scholarship which will be paid out $500 per semester for two semesters. The student
must provide us with the grade point average after the first semester in order to receive the
scholarship for the second semester. Advanced full time college students may also apply.

7. Students must be recommended by the high school or current school attending.
